
Year 8 History Extended Learning Project : THE TUDORS. 
 
 
 

 
 
The object of this project is for students to utilise and reinforce knowledge and 
understanding acquired in class, and to build on that through the independent learning 
of their own research. It also extends the skills you acquired last year when you 
produced your MY LIFE project. 
 
This is a major enterprise with a number of components and is expected to last four 
weeks. 
 
Although not a requirement, students are strongly encouraged to use IT in the 
production of their project. There are three levels, and your teacher will give you the 
one, Lower, Foundation or Higher, best suited to your current ability. This one is: 
FOUNDATION. 
 
The parts that go to make up the booklet (A4 format) are: 
 
 

1) FRONT COVER. The front cover of any publication is important as it sets 
the tone for what the reader expects to find inside, good or bad. This one 
should include the following: the title – THE TUDORS; the dates so – 1485-
1603; some form of illustrations – pictures from the Internet, clip-art and 
drawings prove popular; the name of the author (that’s your name). 



 

 
 
 
 
 
 

2) INDEX PAGE. This will be done last and details the contents of your 
booklet. 

 
 
 

3) TIMELINE OF THE TUDORS. A decade by decade sequence of things 
related to the Tudors, including reigns and major events.

4) FAMILY TREE. A genealogical table (family tree) of the Tudor royal 
family. There are plenty on the Internet to choose from if you don’t prefer to 
draw your own. Just type “Tudor Family Tree” into Google and you’ll be 
spoilt for choice.
